
Focused Loon Surveys - chick survival

 "all season"  list is comphrensive and includes priority 1, 2, and 3 lakes in need of more surveys
 Lake Categories

Priority 1 – territorial and nesting loons
Priority 2 – potential pairs and recent two-loon sightings
Priority 3 – tend to be smaller, occasional loon sightings, no breeding history

If you want to 'focus' your survey on lakes in immediate need of monitoring, look at the pdf documents below

* Focused loon surveys - nesting/pair formation (May/June)
* Focused loon surveys - nesting/nest outcome (June/July)
* Focused loon surveys- chick survival (August)

The lakes on the above 3 lists are a subset of the "all-season" comprehensive list

These lists do not include nesting loon lakes with highly active volunteers.
Some of these lakes have volunteers already, but more surveys will help better assess pair status.
Fell free to survey any lake not on the focused loon survey lists - the more surveys, the more we know
